Ksana is “a new winery with excellent results” (Wine 
Spectator).  Ksana  refers  to  the  Buddhist  idea  of 
infinity  in  an  instant.  Likewise,  we  believe  at  the 
moment  of  tasting  a  wine,  one  experiences  its 
vineyard's  history  and  winemaking  process.  The 
correct combination of these is what will make a wine 
last  in  your  memory  forever.  The  Ksana  wines  are 
unfiltered; malolactic fermentation occurs in the oak; 
and indigenous yeasts are used to express the terroir. 
The winemakers  are  the Durigutti  brothers  and the 
vineyard manager is Marcela Gonzalez Riesgo.
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
